
Camp Good News

Facility Rental Rules

Camp Good News is a non-profit Christian summer camp that strives to spread the gospel to the population that it serves.  Since we have facilities that are available for use during other times of the year and we like to see them used, we must have rules that govern their use and enjoyment.  Please make sure that all those attending are aware of the following rules.

1. There is no smoking permitted anywhere on the camp property.

2. Alcoholic beverages cannot be brought onto or consumed on camp property.

3. Illegal drugs may not be brought onto or consumed on camp property.

4. Campfires can only be placed in existing fire pits.  Please let the caretaker know upon arrival if you will be having a campfire so a permit can be secured.

5. Parking is only permitted on paved surfaces and gravel parking lots.  Please do not park on the grass or in front of cabins.  Please obey all posted speed limits - 15 MPH in camp.

6. Sleeping accommodations will be determined by the size of your group.  Please do not spread out into other areas of camp as power and water may be turned off.

7. Before using any kitchen equipment, please consult with the caretaker for instructions and follow all posted instructions on the machines.

8. Please follow all cleaning instructions posted in the kitchen area for proper sanitation of food preparation surfaces and proper storage of food.

9. Please remember to turn off all lights when leaving buildings.

10. Please do not drive on any of the athletic fields.

11. Please be aware that we reserve the right to schedule several groups concurrently.  We will plan separate sleeping areas and try to arrange separate kitchen facilities.

12. Defacing of camp property, including camp buildings, plants and animal life is not permitted and may require monetary reimbursement or eviction from camp property.
13. Cabins that have electricity cannot have exposed element electric heaters, or other large appliances in them (i.e AC).  If other types of heaters are brought in, they must meet fire department regulations for indoor use.

14. Aquatic activities (swimming, boating, etc.) must be performed with the supervision of a Red Cross (or equivalent) certified lifeguard.  Copies of certifications must be left with the office upon arrival.  Rescue Equipment is stored in the lifeguard box and will be provided.

15. There are numerous walking and biking trails throughout camp.  Please feel free to use them for your enjoyment, but do not drive vehicles on them.  If bicycles, roller blades, skateboards, etc. are used, please make sure that all participants wear helmets and appropriate protective equipment

16. Other facilities (boats, tennis courts, etc.) are available for use.  Please contact the camp office for more information.

17. The camp does not provide an emergency vehicle or emergency transportation to local hospitals.  Groups must make their own arrangements, or call 911 for assistance.

18. The camp does not provide any emergency or first aid staff or materials (First Aid Kits) for rental groups.  Rental groups are responsible for arranging their own healthcare providers (Recommendations include CPR and First Aid certifications as a minimum).

19. Any injuries requiring treatment by outside healthcare providers must be reported to the camp office within 24 hours of the injury.  The camp office has accident report forms for this purpose.

20. To facilitate treatment of injuries by local healthcare providers, rental groups are asked to collect the following information from all participants: Name, address, phone number, Emergency contact info, known allergies, health conditions requiring treatment, restrictions or other accommodations needed during their stay, and signed permission slips/medical waivers for minors whose parents will not be on the property.

21. All rental groups must provide a certificate of proof of liability insurance prior to your arrival at camp.

22. The “Challenge Hill” is off limits to rental groups.  Please monitor children when near it.

23. Firearms cannot be brought onto camp property unless they are trigger locked, and stored in accordance with Massachusetts General Law.

24. Emergency procedures to handle both natural disasters and other foreseeable emergencies are available in the kitchen, above the telephone, in a notebook.  Please review this information with your group members upon arrival.

25. Animals are permitted on camp property, but cannot be brought into any buildings.  Please be sure to clean up after your pet.

26. The following staff/camper (Staff must be at least 18 years of age) ratios must be maintained when on camp property:

4-8 Year old(s - 1:5

9-14 Year old(s - 1:8

15-18 Year old(s - 1:10

Staff should never be in a 1:1 situation.  Please plan accordingly.

27. Activities requiring specific rules will have them posted at their planned activity site.  Please review this information with the staff in charge of this area.

28. Specific activities (Scuba Diving, Swimming, Boating, Archery, biking, etc.) have procedures that must be observed if carried out on camp property.  This information is available in the kitchen in a binder above the telephone.  Please review this with the activity leaders prior to the beginning of the activity.

29. Cancellations made within 15 days of your groups scheduled visit will result in forfeiture of the deposit. Camp use fees will only be refunded for unused portions of the rental period.
30. User groups are recommended to properly screen your staff.  This should include application, references and criminal background checks.  Please contact your organizations HR department for more information.
